Citizen Comments:

Comments from the general public or representatives of IFLS public libraries on system or library related topics are welcome during the Citizen Comment period included on all IFLS Board of Trustee’s agenda.  

Each person who wishes to speak is limited to no more than five minutes.  There is a ten-minute limit per topic and a twenty-minute limit at any meeting for Citizen Comments unless the board suspends these guidelines by a 2/3 vote of the Board members at the meeting.  It is expected that anyone making comments to the board will sign in anytime before Citizen Comments are accepted giving their name and address.  IFLS board members may ask questions or clarify information about any comments made at a meeting but must defer discussion or any action to a future meeting for which specific notice of the subject matter of the comments has been included.
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
