I checked out books on stamping, knitting, crocheting, woodworking, glass art,
weaving, aromatherapy and SO MUCH MORE!!! These books gave me so much knowledge that I never would
have taken the time to learn when I was working. The Library has expanded my mental horizons beyond
belief.

5. Power(ed) Reader

Americans Who Read More Electronically Read More, Period
Majority of Americans, and two-thirds of Millennials, read at least some books electronically

As with just about every other aspect of our lives, the ways in which we can read books have undergone
radical shifts over the past few years. Not long ago hardcover and paperback were the main options
available to readers, but then e-readers hit the scene, followed by tablet computers. With the additional
options of reading on your computer or your phone, these days it seems as though just about the only
thing standing between Americans and a good read is setting aside the time. Americans seem to be
embracing their broader options, as the majority (54%) currently read e-books, including two-thirds of
Millennials (66%).

Powered Readers = Power Readers

Interestingly, there appears to be an intersection at work between how Americans read and how much
they read. Those who read either more or exclusively in the e-book format are more likely to read over
20 books in an average year (30%) than either those who read more/only in hard copy (18%) or those
who read in both formats equally (21%). They also report a higher average readership per year than
either hard copy hardliners or equal-opportunity readers (22.5 books vs. 16 and 15, respectively).
Looking at the number of books purchased in the past year, with a reported average of 14 books, those
favoring e-books purchased roughly twice as many as those preferring hard copies, who purchased an
average of less than seven.

6. Stepping Into the Stream

Stepping into the Stream: Bringing Netflix-style Video to Libraries

Streaming video is well established in the consumer market (YouTube has been around since 2005 and
Netflix since 2007) but is still gaining momentum in the library market. It's not yet a huge category—, *
Materials Survey included downloadable/streaming movies as a category for the first time in 2013,
finding that the responding libraries spent 0.6 percent of their materials budget on downloadable
movies, which represented 0.9 percent of their total circulation—but it’s
certainly on the rise.

The most popular services are offered by vendors with which
librarians—and many patrons—are already familiar: Midwest Tape’s
hoopla, OverDrive’s streaming service, Libraryldeas’s Freegal Movies and
Television, and IndieFlix, which is distributed to libraries by Recorded
Books. IndieFlix varies from the other services in that it is a platform for
independent films, primarily short features and documentaries, though it
also offers longer works.

10. House Budget Dismisses Role of IMLS

In a new budget released today from Representative Paul Ryan (R-WI), the House Budget Committee
Chairman denounces the critical role that the Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) plays in
supporting civic engagement, literacy and lifelong learning in more than 123,000 libraries nationwide.
Rep. Ryan recommends that the federal government not have a role in libraries and that Congress shift
the federal agency’s responsibilities to the private sector in his 2015 fiscal year budget resolution.

More than $180 million has been appropriated to the Institute for Museum and Library Services through
September 2014 to help libraries make information and services available to the citizens they serve.
American Library Association (ALA) President Barbara Stripling released a statement in response to Rep.

Ryan’s unfortunate budget proposal (pdf).

“Library funding support from the Institute for Museum and Library Services wields large returns in the
form of literate and civically engaged communities,” Stripling said in a statement. “We hope that Congress
will support the important role that the Institute for Museum and Library Services plays in supporting
educated communities by rejecting the House Budget resolution.”
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Facts about library use in Rep. Paul Ryan’s own state of Wisconsin:

9 Justblocks from Rep. Ryan’s Wisconsin office, more than 716,000 visitors used the Hedberg Public
Library in Janesville, Wisconsin to access library computers and research databases, check out
books and receive job training in 2013.

1 More than 65 percent of Wisconsin libraries report that they are the only free access point to
Internet in their communities.

91 The Institute of Museum and Library Services administered more than $2.8 million in the 2014
fiscal year to help Wisconsin libraries prepare young students for school and provide lifelong
learning opportunities for all Wisconsin residents.

9 The state of Wisconsin reported that more than 215,000 children participated in summer reading
programs in state public libraries.

Now is the time for action. Moving forward, the American Library Association is asking library users,
students, parents and teachers to contact their U.S. Senators and Representatives by going to the
Legislative Action Center and urge them to support funding in the 2015 fiscal year for the Library
Services and Technology Act (LSTA) and Innovative Approaches to Literacy (IAL).
